Students will be enrolled on a first come first serve basis.  Only those not eligible or in the case of a class being full, will otherwise be notified and refunded. Due to the newest state budget put in place by Governor Lynch, ALL driver education state funding has been cancelled including the state reimbursement of $150.00 paid to the driving school to offset the overall cost of driver ed.  This in addition to the increase in motor vehicle insurance and the rising cost of fuel has made a significant impact on the expense of driver education programs throughout the state.  Charles M. Whitten School of Driving, LLC has adjusted enrollment fees to reflect such increases.  Driver Education fees for the upcoming 2011-2012 school year will be seven hundred dollars ($700.00) total.  This is an increase of $75.00 only half of the total funding lost through the newest state budget.  This total also includes the one hundred dollar ($100.00) non-refundable deposit, leaving a balance of six hundred dollars ($600.00) due on or before the first day of class.  Arrangements may be made on an individual basis w/ Mr. Whitten.
Driver Education fees covers; all state required paperwork, insurance, fuel, classroom text books, classroom instruction, on road instruction, and a student copy of the New Hampshire Drivers Manual.  This fee does NOT include state licensing.
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
